REST YOUR EYESIGHT
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HAPPY NEW EAR - synaesthetic concert for the 5 senses

The concert proposes an immersion in the sense of hearing that allows prolonged
contemplation of sounds and voices. During the entire duration, the audience is advised not
to clap and to remain silent. The singers will also never speak, and communication will only
take place via a few signs or through body language. The listeners (max. 60) receive a kit
containing 9 sensory stimuli (3 smell, 3 fouch, 3 taste) and a sheet of ‘instructions for use’.
The singers improvise by taking inspiration from the same stimulations experienced by the
listeners, using the voice as an instrument. In addition to the three previously mentioned
senses, they create improvisations from the fugacious presentation of images of geometric
shapes (sight), also involving the listeners in playing with the voices, and finally they perform
some improvisations from the random choice of titles previously written by the audience (Tell
Impro).

Vocalist,composer, multi-instrumentalist, teacher
and choir director.

Heapproached music at a very young age and
began as a self-taught gwtarlst and singer in
progressive rock groups in the Milanese
“undergroud scene”.

He then continued through experiences in
folk and afro-jazz as a singer, percussionist, bass
player and composer. During five years of “retreat”,
in which he experienced life ona mountain farm in
Tuscany, he discovered the power of instrument-
voice and body polyrhythms. In 1992, he met Bobby
McFerrin, his great source of inspiration, for the
first time. He deepened his knowledge of
overtones singing with Bernard Jaeger (CH/D),
becoming one of the most experienced exponents
in Switzerland. Since the mid-1990s, he has
founded and directed various vocal ensembles,
including the polyphonic choirs “Gocciadi Voci”
and the vocal orchestra “Ancore d'Aria”. Since
2004, he has been artistic director of the
international festival “Voci Audaci”. He wrote the
method “Giocando la Voce”, the result of 25 years
of experience as a teacher of vocal improvisation
. He is also active with solo projects and has
collaborated, among others, with: Luisa Cottifogli,
lvo Antognini, Simone Mauri, Francesco Forges,
Thomas Achermann, Anna Oxa.
